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GRANT IN AID GUIDELINES AND INFORMATION REQUIRED FOR 2009/2010

SPORT, ARTS & CULTURE AND HIV/AIDS PROGRAMMES
1. APPLICATIONS
· All applications must be completed on the prescribed application form. 
· The application form must be fully completed, signed and dated.

· All compliance documents must be attached to the application form.

2. An application must have the SAME NAME throughout. This means that all the documents that are attached must match the name of the organisation (Registration Certificate, Constitution, Articles and Memorandum of Association or Trust Deed, Name of bank account, Audited Financial Statements, Tax Clearance Certificate or Tax Exemption Certificate/ Letter).
3. The application Form must be signed by all the relevant people as indicated with their correct contact details.

4. The following documents must be submitted  with the application form:

· Registration certificate (Non profit organisation(NPO), Company (CC), Section 21 (Non profit)

· Signed and dated Constitution/ Articles and Memorandum of Association/ Trust Deed.
· Original Tax Clearance Certificate or a certified copy of a Tax Exemption Letter

· Certified Copy of the ID of the main contacts person as well the other key individuals involved in the project.

· Original or certified copies of the last three months bank statements.

· Certified copies of the most recent Audited Financial Statements:

· Sport federations, established clubs and established Arts and Culture organisations/ Artists must produce Audited Financial Statements. These must not be more than one year old.

· For grassroots clubs that do not have audited financial statements the Department will accept the most recent complete set of annual financial statements that have been examined and signed off and dated by an independent Accounting Officer. A covering letter from the relevant Accounting officer/ Firm must accompany these Financial statements. The Accounting Officer / Auditing Firm should be a registered member of one of the following Accounting and Auditing Bodies:
i. The Institute of Administration and Commerce of Southern Africa

ii. The Institute of Municipal Financial Officers

iii. The Chartered Institute of Management Accountants

iv. The Southern African Institute of Chartered Secretaries and Administrators

v. The Chartered Association of Certified Accountants

vi. The South African Institute for Business Accountants

vii. The South African Institute of Certified Bookkeepers
viii. The South African Institute of Professional Accountants.

· Two written and signed references from reputable referees. These referees must be independent of the organisation and not related to each other, that is, they should not be employees or members of the management committee nor independent auditors or accountants who provide services to the organisation. One of references must be from the affiliated body, e.g. Dobsonville Tennis club affiliated to Gauteng Tennis Federation.

· A document outlining your financial management systems with lines of accountability and procedures, as well as delegations.

· A costed Project Implementation Plan.
PLEASE NOTE:

1. Only GAUTENG based organisations can apply for grant-in-aid funding. Any individual citizen of the Gauteng Province may apply for a grant.
2.  Where there is a change of name, the documents (duly signed special resolution, etc) detailing the name change must be submitted.

3. DRAFT FINANCIAL STATEMENTS are not acceptable.

4. INCOMPLETE and /or LATE APPLICATIONS will NOT be considered.

5. Only ONE application per applicant will be considered.
6. Faxed/ Electronic application will NOT be considered.

7. Applicants must have submitted all outstanding reports on any grants previously received
8. Recipients will be required to give recognition to the Department for all grants received.

9. The organisation will be expected to declare additional/ other sources of funding.
